Producing development thorough culture: a new strategy for reconstruction.

This meeting arises from the necessity of rethinking the Abruzzo territory, so tragically hurt after the 6th April earthquake, and re-launch it by taking into consideration a new perspective of sustainable development, which derives from the application of new strategies and innovative cultural politics. The curators have decided to orientate the second edition of the Castelli History of Art Festival in this direction, in order to focus the attention on a detailed programme of activities that, starting from this first meeting, has the purpose of constituting a real cultural, open and interdisciplinary platform. The post-earthquake phase must be considered as a precious moment to start a critical reflection on the new possibilities of rebirth, to reinforce those deep-rooted identity features which are strictly linked to that beautiful territory, and then to connect them to some cultural realities coming from all over the world, always with an eye toward a glocal development. For this very reason, besides the curators Pierluigi Sacco and Massimiliano Scuderi, some other scholars and architects are going to take part in the meeting: Zafos Xagoraris, Greek artist and curator of the Second Athens Biennale,  Christer  Gustafsson, the director of Halland Regional Museums in Sweden, and architect Livio Sacchi, ordinary Professor at the Faculty of Architecture in Pescara, and coordinator of the research group InterLab for Castelli. 
During this first meeting, all the speakers will be asked to animate this first discussion platform, and to show some videos related to their own private experiences. 

The main themes which are to be discussed during the Festival are very varied indeed: some outstanding examples of European projects all oriented to producing local development through culture, art, history and environment, to realize some low-budget public art, and also to reflect on the Abruzzo territory itself.
